The dissertation is devoted to addressing a scientific task, which consists in
developing scientifically grounded proposals for improving the mechanisms of state
incentives aimed at fostering the development of small and medium-sized enterprises in
Ukraine under current conditions and during the post-war period.

The paper clarifies the essence of state incentive mechanisms as a component of
the system of state regulation of entrepreneurship. It defines the meaning of the following
concepts: «state stimulation of business developmenty» — a targeted system of actions,
mechanisms, and instruments implemented by state institutions to create favorable
conditions for starting and developing business activities in the country, as well as to
achieve strategic socio-economic goals such as increasing employment, enhancing the
competitiveness of the national economy, strengthening innovation potential, and
ensuring sustainable development; and «mechanisms of state stimulation of
entrepreneurship development» — a holistic, integrated system consisting of actors and
objects of influence, implemented based on the goals and objectives of stimulating
entrepreneurial development, guided by fundamental principles and ideas and by the
application of modern methods through administrative, financial, and other incentives
that contribute to the growth in the number of small and medium-sized enterprises and
the expansion of their activities.

It is established that the system of state stimulation of small and medium-sized
enterprise development has evolved gradually through several stages: the formation of
the foundations of state support for small business (initial phase); the institutionalization
of support for small and medium-sized enterprises; liberalization and development of the
entrepreneurial environment; the reboot of small and medium-sized enterprise policy
amid reforms and war; support for small and medium-sized enterprises during the
COVID-19 pandemic and the new wave of digitalization; and support for small and

medium-sized enterprises in the context of the war for Ukraine’s Independence. As a
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result, a comprehensive periodization of the evolution of small and medium-sized
enterprise stimulation mechanisms has been developed, reflecting shifts in state priorities
and enabling the identification of trends, patterns, and strategic directions for the further
development of entrepreneurial policy.

The following problems of stimulating small and medium-sized enterprise
development in Ukraine are highlighted: security threats and infrastructure destruction;
access to energy; logistical difficulties; personnel shortages; financial resilience and
limited access to resources; ineffective interaction with authorities; legal and institutional
complications; adaptation strategies during the war for Ukraine’s Independence;
challenges in innovation implementation; sustainable development issues; corruption and
overregulation; frequent legislative changes; instability challenges; and regulatory
problems at the regional level. Among the issues related to negative expectations and
fragility in small-business regulation (BANI), the following stand out: negative business
expectations — due to ongoing crises (war, pandemic, inflation, policy changes),
entrepreneurs do not believe in stability and predictability, which restrains investment,
innovation, and long-term planning; fragility in regulation — the regulatory system is
inflexible and fails to adapt to rapid changes in the business environment; nonlinear
consequences of minor changes — «domino» or «butterfly» effects, where small errors
trigger major crises. Regulatory policy often overlooks these effects because it is based
on linear, outdated models; opacity of state decisions — low-quality government
communication: explanations of new regulations are often delayed, lack clear guidance,
and legislative changes occur frequently without consultation with the business
community.

The classification of state mechanisms for stimulating the development of small
and medium-sized enterprises in Ukraine and their functional components has been
improved, identifying the following mechanisms: regulatory and legal (establishes basic
requirements for business creation, operation, and termination; safeguards entrepreneurs’
rights; defines oversight and incentives); organizational and economic (provides for the
establishment of support bodies, agencies, and centers; offers services; facilitates access

to markets, networks, and resources); financial (ensures stimulation through grants, loans,
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benefits, and guarantees); and information and advisory (enhances entrepreneurs’
financial, legal, and digital literacy and ensures feedback mechanisms).

It is established that the regulatory and legal mechanism requires harmonization
with current economic challenges as well as alignment with European standards.
Meanwhile, the organizational and economic mechanism demonstrates low
implementation effectiveness due to insufficient funding, limited involvement of local
authorities, and an inadequate system for monitoring the outcomes of state support. The
need for institutional strengthening of these mechanisms has been identified.

The financial mechanism for supporting small and medium-sized enterprises in
Ukraine remains insufficiently effective due to limited budgetary financing,
underdeveloped credit guarantee systems, and an immature venture capital infrastructure.
The information and advisory mechanism, though represented by various institutions
(ASCs, business incubators, entrepreneurship support centers), does not fully perform its
functions owing to low coverage of entrepreneurs, outdated service delivery formats, and
limited access to up-to-date information.

An organizational and economic mechanism of state stimulation of business
development is presented, comprising government bodies at various levels of
administration and their subordinate units, local self-government bodies, non-
governmental organizations and civil associations, business associations representing
business interests, the financial sector, international organizations and partner countries,
and their authorized public administration bodies that cooperate with Ukraine’s central
executive authorities to support business development. To enhance this mechanism, it is
proposed to establish: a Deregulation Coordination Center under the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine; Business Support Centers in crisis regions; and an Anti-Corruption Digital
Platform.

An analysis of international experience (EU countries, particularly Sweden,
Norway, the UAE, New Zealand, and Japan) demonstrates the effectiveness of such
instruments as: promoting business internationalization and export capacity; digitalizing
all spheres of small and medium-sized enterprise development; prioritizing small and

medium-sized enterprises in legislation and support compared to large enterprises;
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numerous programs fostering entrepreneurial culture and startups; simplification of
administrative procedures (deregulation); expanding financing opportunities; small and
medium-sized enterprise participation in public procurement; support for innovation;
environmental sustainability; and inclusive development. These practices may be adapted
to Ukrainian conditions, taking into account national specificities — primarily
decentralization, digitalization, and post-war economic recovery.

A Concept for the Deregulation of Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises has been
developed, which envisions reducing administrative pressure on entrepreneurs,
digitalizing permitting procedures, introducing a one-stop shop for small and medium-
sized enterprises, reviewing outdated regulations, and fostering the development of self-
regulatory organizations. The Concept defines the strategic priorities for stimulating
small and medium-sized enterprise development: further simplification of the regulatory
environment; prioritization of small and medium-sized enterprise in public policy;
digitalization; internationalization and export promotion; priority access to financing and
public procurement; support for entrepreneurial culture and startups; development of
innovation, as well as environmentally friendly, social, and inclusive business.

The stages of implementing the Concept are identified as follows: the stabilization
stage, the recovery and reintegration stage, the transformation and development stage,
and the consolidation and international integration stage. As a result, a comprehensive
conceptual framework for small and medium-sized enterprise deregulation has been
formed, ensuring strategic policy continuity, strengthening entrepreneurial
competitiveness, and integrating small and medium-sized enterprise development into the
key vectors of national post-war transformation. In the post-war period, the deregulation
strategy should become one of the principal directions of economic recovery and
entrepreneurship stimulation, particularly in small business, which serves as a key driver
of employment and regional development.

A system of innovative tools for state mechanisms stimulating small and medium-
sized enterprise development in Ukraine is substantiated, based on the use of digital,
intelligent, and «green» solutions aimed at shaping a modern entrepreneurial ecosystem.

The system includes: a unified online platform for small and medium-sized enterprises;
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innovative tax regimes («tax holidaysy for startups, a fiscal sandbox, dynamic taxation);
smart subsidies; state-guaranteed crowdfunding platforms; innovation clusters and
business incubators; an small and medium-sized enterprise guarantee fund;
microfinancing through blockchain and smart contracts; «green» incentives; public
procurement opportunities for small businesses; preferential access to infrastructure; and
priority grant support for social enterprises. These instruments will create the conditions
for increasing the effectiveness of stimulation mechanisms, ensuring greater transparency
and enhancing business trust in state initiatives.
