In the dissertation, an urgent scientific problem is addressed, which consists in the
theoretical substantiation and conceptualization of cognitive security as a key
dimension of Ukraine’s national security in the context of hybrid warfare. The research
Is aimed at identifying threats associated with the manipulation of public
consciousness, information-psychological influence, and the undermining of resilience
to disinformation attacks, as well as developing approaches to the formation of an
effective system of cognitive protection.

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the chosen dissertation topic
within the context of contemporary academic and societal discourse. The research
objective is foulated, and the key tasks of the study are outlined. The scientific novelty
of the obtained results is defined, along with their theoretical and practical significance.
The study’s connection to current scientific programs, thematic areas, and projects is
highlighted, and the object and subject of the research are specified. Information is
provided regarding the approval of the dissertation's main findings, their dissemination
in scholarly publications, as well as the author’s personal contribution to the conducted
research.

A general overview of the structure and logic of the dissertation is also
presented.In the first chapter of the dissertation, “Theoretical and Conceptual

Foundations of Cognitive Security in Political Science,” the evolution of the
categorical apparatus of cognitive security is characterized, and an interdisciplinary
analysis of approaches to its understanding is carried out. The essence of cognitive

security is defined as a strategic instrument of national security in conditions of hybrid
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threats, in particular those arising from information-psychological operations,
disinformation campaigns, and manipulative influence on public consciousness.

The conceptual and categorical apparatus of the study is clarified: the terms

“cognitive security,” “cognitive resilience,” “cognitive warfare,” “hybrid threats,” and
“hybrid war” are examined in relation to the categories of information and cyber
security. An analytical review of leading concepts by Ukrainian and foreign researchers
on the cognitive dimension of security is carried out, including studies by H.
Pocheptsov, M. Castells, J. Habermas, and T. Parsons, which form the theoretical basis
for understanding the nature of cognitive influence.

The political-informational component of cognitive security is analyzed as a
distinct object of scientific research. A conceptual model of interaction between state
institutions and civil society in the field of protecting the cognitive space is proposed.
The importance of combining normative-legal, technical, psychological, and
communicative tools to form an effective system of Ukraine’s cognitive security in
wartime is emphasized.

The main directions of cognitive security research are identified: analysis of
cognitive threats in political processes; study of strategic narratives and counter-
narratives; modeling mechanisms of cognitive monitoring; and development of
indicators of vulnerability to manipulation. It is shown that cognitive security not only
protects against external influence but also serves as the basis for social resilience,
identity, and state unity.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, “Cognitive Security of Ukrainian Society
in Conditions of Hybrid Confrontation: Analysis of Threats and Classification
Foundations,” a comprehensive study of contemporary challenges to Ukraine’s
cognitive security is carried out, caused by hybrid warfare, the development of artificial
intelligence technologies, and the intensification of information-psychological
influences. The essence of the concept of “threat to cognitive security” is revealed, and

methodological approaches to their classification by level of realization, origin, degree

of harm, and likelihood are analyzed. It has been established that the information-
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communication environment has become an arena of strategic confrontation in which
the primary target is human consciousness and the ability to think critically.

Within the chapter, external and internal threats are characterized, in particular
narrative manipulations, disinformation campaigns, cognitive overload, deepfake
technologies, and the influence of content personalization algorithms. Special attention
Is paid to the impact of artificial intelligence on the cognitive vulnerability of the
population, specifically through mechanisms of destructive reality formation, privacy
violations, heightened emotional reactions, and diminished capacity for independent
decision-making.

The functioning of hybrid war is studied as a multidimensional strategy in which
cognitive security is viewed not as an auxiliary element but as a key front of
information-psychological confrontation. It is shown that hybrid aggression
encompasses not only physical attacks but also cognitive operations aimed at eroding
social unity, delegitimizing state institutions, and diluting national identity.

Based on an analysis of political-informational discourse, the features of cognitive
warfare as a separate domain of conflict are highlighted, in which the manipulation of
mental structures of society becomes a priority instrument of influence. The
relationship between cognitive, informational, cyber, and psychological security, and
their roles within the framework of national security is examined. It has been
established that effective countermeasures against threats are possible only by
implementing a system of cognitive resilience — the ability of an individual,
community, and state to maintain critical thinking, rationality, and internal integrity.

Conceptual directions for ensuring cognitive security have been formulated: the
development of education and media literacy, cognitive environment monitoring,
ethical deployment of artificial intelligence, informational decentralization, and the
formation of positive national narratives. Emphasis is placed on the importance of
integrating state, civil, and international efforts in combating cognitive threats in the
context of hybrid warfare.

In the third chapter of the dissertation, “Mechanisms for Ensuring Cognitive

Security in Conditions of Hybrid War: Strategic Dimension,” the institutional,
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normative-legal, communicative, and educational mechanisms for ensuring cognitive
security in ongoing hybrid confrontation are analyzed. The role of public
communication as a resource for countering cognitive threats, as well as the functions
of state and non-state actors in building societal cognitive resilience, are outlined.

Special attention is devoted to the study of strategic narratives as tools for
strengthening social cohesion, increasing trust in institutions, and forming a positive
image of the state in conditions of cognitive confrontation. Principles of building an
effective communication policy of the state in hybrid war conditions, taking into
account current challenges related to disinformation, manipulative media technologies,
informational pressure, and cognitive attacks, are identified.

The necessity of forming a coherent cognitive security strategy based on a multi-
actor approach that integrates the activities of government bodies, media, educational
systems, civil society, and international partners is substantiated. The importance of
developing cognitive culture, digital literacy, critical thinking, and ethical information
consumption is emphasized.

Within the chapter, key directions for the realization of cognitive security are
identified: state communication strategy, media education development, enhancement
of institutional transparency, support for national cultural content, and the
implementation of technologies for monitoring and analyzing cognitive influences.
The interrelationship between cognitive security and the resilience of strategic
management systems in wartime is explored.

A structural model of cognitive security as a component of national security is
proposed, encompassing cognitive resilience, protection of the informational
environment, counteraction to manipulation, and preservation of identity. It is
emphasized that, in modern conditions, victory in war largely depends on the
effectiveness of protecting consciousness as a space of political, social, and personal
choice.

In the fourth chapter of the dissertation, “Priorities and Strategic Orientations of
Ukraine’s Cognitive Security in Conditions of Hybrid War,” the systemic necessity of

forming long-term state policy in the field of cognitive security is substantiated, taking
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into account military-political, social, educational, and cultural factors. The
international experience of strategic planning in the field of cognitive security,
particularly within NATO, the EU, Israel, is analyzed, and a comparative analysis of
major models of cognitive confrontation is conducted.

The role of cognitive security in the resilience system of Ukraine’s national
security is revealed, and it is identified as an independent strategic priority in state
policy. The cognitive sphere is recognized as critically important — on par with physical
security domains such as land, sea, air, space, and cyberspace. It is substantiated that
control of the cognitive space of citizens — that is, the processes of perception,
interpretation, emotional response, and decision-making — becomes a new form of
geopolitical power.

Within the chapter, the main strategic tasks for forming a national model of
cognitive security are defined: the development of legislative support, the creation of
a cognitive monitoring system, the development of specialized expertise, adaptation of
the education system, strengthening the informational autonomy of the state, and
consolidation of national identity. Particular attention is paid to the development of
cognitive resilience as a safeguard against destructive external influence.

The idea of cognitive security as an element of ecosystem thinking in national
strategic planning is formulated. A vision of cognitive sovereignty as the goal of the
new security paradigm is proposed, requiring comprehensive interaction among
government, civil society, academia, digital platforms, and international partners.

It is demonstrated that only through systemic integration of cognitive security into
national policy can Ukraine effectively counter multidimensional threats, preserve
agency in the global agenda, and ensure the integrity and resilience of the state during
the post-war period.

The scientific novelty and theoretical significance of the dissertation lie in
conceptualizing cognitive security as an independent strategic domain of public policy
under conditions of hybrid warfare and in developing theoretical, methodological, and
applied approaches to its provision in the context of Ukraine’s political security and

information sovereignty. For the first time, the dissertation substantiates the concept of
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cognitive sovereignty as a strategic goal of security policy and proposes a structural
and functional model of Ukraine’s cognitive security (cognitive resilience, public
communication, information protection, narrative strategy, educational and outreach
component, and international coordination) for use in strategic planning. The study
further refines theoretical and methodological approaches to understanding cognitive
security as an integrative political phenomenon, improves the classification of
cognitive threats (by sources, levels, scale, instruments, and the effect of undermining
resilience), and elaborates a component-based provision model (legal and regulatory,
educational, communication-institutional, and technological blocks). Further
development is provided to the conceptual and categorical framework, approaches to
analyzing strategic narratives/counter-narratives, the methodology for comparative
analysis of international practices, and proposals for integrating cognitive security into
strategic planning and national security management as a foundation of the state’s
political and information sovereignty.

The practical significance of the results obtained lies in the fact that the
provisions, conceptual approaches, and recommendations set out in the dissertation can
be applied in several important areas. In particular, in the field of public policy and
security, the findings may serve as a basis for developing and implementing a
comprehensive strategy to ensure Ukraine’s cognitive security under conditions of
hybrid war, including the creation of mechanisms for monitoring cognitive threats,
building a system to counter information and psychological operations, strengthening
citizens’ cognitive resilience, and improving communication policy in the domain of
strategic narratives; in the research sphere, the dissertation materials may be useful for
further studies in political science, security studies, communication, and social
psychology, including identifying the cause-and-effect links of Russia’s hybrid
aggression against Ukraine and analyzing socio-political factors that generate new
challenges to political stability, state unity, and democratic development, which will
deepen scholarly understanding of how cognitive threats affect political processes and
contribute to improving political practice; in education, the results can be used in

preparing lectures, curricula, textbooks, and manuals for courses such as “Political
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Science,” “Mass Media in the Political Life of Society,” “Media Literacy,” “Political
Psychology,” “Information Security,” and “Hybrid War,” as well as in the research
work of undergraduate students, master’s students, and PhD candidates studying
information security, political communication, state security, and the cognitive
domain; and in practical terms, the developed provisions may be applied in the
implementation of socio-political reforms, the transformation of public authorities and
security institutions, and the formation of new approaches to governing social
processes under hybrid threats, as well as in the activities of public authorities, civil
society organizations, think tanks, and media structures working in information policy,
crisis response, strategic communications, and information counteraction against the
aggressor.
