SUMMARY

The dissertation is a comprehensive study of criminal law policy in the field of
environmental protection, taking into account the problems of implementing European
Union legislation, during which problematic issues of domestic criminal law policy in
the area were investigated, an analysis of the historical stages of the formation of norms
of criminal liability for committing criminal offences against environment in our
country was conducted, the current state of fight against crimes against the environment
in our country was conducted, the current state of the fight against crimes against the
environment by means of criminal was analyzed, the EU criminal law policy in this area
was characterized, and the state of implementation of EU legislation on environmental
protection was also investigated. At the same time, the dissertation identifies the main
ways to improve the activities of authorized bodies and individuals towards the
implementation of effective criminal law policy in the field of environmental protection,
taking into account the positive experience of European countries, as well as the
obligations assumed by Ukraine regarding the implementation of EU legislation in this
area.

The first section of the study is devoted to the analysis of the state of scientific
development of the problems of combating criminal offenses against the environment
by criminal law means, the characteristics of the main histirical stages of the
implementation of legal norms as components of the state criminal law policy in the
field of environmental protection on the territory of our state, the analysis of the main
features of criminal offences against the environment, approaches to their classification,

the place of the specified articles among other norms of the Criminal Code of Ukraine.
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Therefore, this section focuses on the problematic issues of defining the
conceptual apparatus of the topic under study, distinguishes between the concepts of
“crime” and “criminal offence”, and also proves the appropriateness of using the term
“environment” as opposed to the concept of “ecology”.

In addition, as a result of combining the positions of scientistic and legal norms
enshrined in domestic regulatory legal acts, an author’s approach to defining the
concepts of “criminal offences against the environment” and ‘“countering criminal
offences against the environment by criminal legal means” was proposed.

The section also reflects the author’s approach to determining the main historical
stages of the emergence and formation of legal norms that regulated the issue of
criminal liability for committing environmental offenses in our country. At the same
time, the periodization was carried out taking into account the historical fact that
different territories of our country were under the rule of different states and state
formations, which had their own special mechanisms for bringing individuals to
criminal liability.

In addition, the main features of the generic object of criminal offenses against
the environment are characterized, various approaches to the classification of criminal
offenses of this category are analyzed, and the author's approach to the classification of
criminal offenses against the environment is proposed, which will greatly facilitate the
process of determining the correct legal qualification of criminal offenses of this
category. Such classification was carried out taking into account the analysis of both
Section VIII of the Criminal Code of Ukraine "Criminal Offenses against the
Environment" and other sections of the Code, which provide for criminal liability for
socially dangerous acts that directly or indirectly cause (may cause) harm to the
environment.

At the same time, this section draws conclusions on the need to harmonize the
conceptual apparatus for combating criminal offenses against the environment, taking
into account the historical experience of bringing to criminal liability for committing
criminal offenses against the environment in our country, as well as the need to amend

the current Criminal Code of Ukraine by supplementing articles that do not belong to
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Section VIII with qualifying features regarding causing harm to the environment, as
well as providing for additional types of liability in the form of restoring the
environment to its previous state, compensating for harm to the environment by
improving its condition with one's own means and at the expense of the offender, etc.

The second section of the dissertation presents the main features of criminal law
policy in the field of environmental protection, its sources and principles, determines its
place in the system of state policy in the field of combating criminal offenses against the
environment, and its relationship with other subsystems. At the same time, the special
place of this type of state policy, which is at the junction of state policy in the field of
environmental protection and criminal law policy in general, is taken into account.
Thus, criminal law policy in the field of environmental protection has absorbed the
features and principles inherent in the specified types of policies, in particular the
principle of state policy in the field of environmental protection - "the polluter pays".

The third section of the study is devoted to the analysis of the main aspects of the
criminal law policy in the field of environmental protection of the EU and its member
states. In particular, the main aspects of the EU policy in the field of environmental
protection and its criminal law component, the main sources of such policy are
analyzed, and the features of criminal liability for committing socially dangerous acts
against the environment in individual EU countries, in particular in Spain, Italy,
Lithuania and others, are characterized.

In addition, an analysis of the state of implementation of EU legislation in the
field of environmental protection was conducted, starting from 1991, and an author's
approach was proposed to determine the periodization of the implementation of EU
legislation in this area for: 1) the period before the conclusion of the Association
Agreement and 2) the period after the conclusion of the Association Agreement. At the
same time, it was concluded that the issues of purely criminal law policy in the field of
environmental protection were not given sufficient attention either in the programmatic
domestic regulatory legal acts or in the concluded Agreements with the EU.

This section also analyzes EU Directives in the field of criminal prosecution for

environmental offenses, and proposes to amend the Criminal Code of Ukraine by
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supplementing the Criminal Code of Ukraine with the list of criminal offenses provided
for by EU Directive 2024/1203, as well as supplementing the sanctions of the articles of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine with additional penalties in the form of: deprivation of
funding opportunities from state and local budgets (participation in grant programs,
public procurement, etc.), cancellation of permits for the special use of natural
resources; publication of the court decision on criminal prosecution in local or national
media.

At the same time, it is proposed to provide in the Criminal Code of Ukraine the
grounds for exemption from criminal liability for committing criminal offenses against
the environment, in particular: environmental restoration, payment of compensation for
damage caused, etc.

In addition, it is proposed to apply the experience of the Italian Republic in
bringing a legal entity to responsibility in the event of proven fact of committing a
criminal offense against the environment in its interests. For this purpose, it is noted that
it is necessary to amend Article 96-3 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine to determine the
grounds for applying criminal law measures to legal entities as committing criminal
offenses against the environment in the interests of these legal entities.
