The dissertation research is devoted to a comprehensive theoretical,
methodological, conceptual, and empirical analysis of the political and mental
factors, psychological attribution mechanisms, and modern information and
communication technologies that determine the formation, functioning, and digital
virtualization of a political leader's charismatic image.

Changes in global and domestic political processes are currently occurring in
highly unstable and rapidly evolving conditions. Classical rational-legal
mechanisms of public administration, which rely on bureaucratic procedures,
hierarchy, and normative predictability, increasingly reveal their weakness in the
face of hybrid challenges. The aforementioned dysfunctionality of formal
institutions naturally provokes a profound crisis of public trust. This issue becomes
particularly acute in the context of Ukrainian state-building, burdened by the tasks
of completing the democratic transition and, above all, by the legal regime of martial
law introduced in response to full-scale armed aggression.

In extreme circumstances, when the physical existence of the nation and state
sovereignty are threatened, a sharp demand for strong, personalized, emotionally
resonant, and highly effective political leadership objectively emerges in the mass
consciousness. In such conditions, the charismatic component of governance
becomes the foundation of crisis management, acting as a social unifier that
guarantees the psychological resilience of society, mobilizes internal reserves, and
legitimizes the adoption of tough managerial decisions necessary for organizing

mass resistance.
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The research proves the exhaustion of the classical Weberian paradigm, which
viewed charisma exclusively as an internal, mystical, or innate irrational gift. In the
realities of total digitalization, cognitive and information warfare, and the profound
mediatization of the public sphere, the nature of charisma undergoes a radical
rationalization. It irreversibly transforms into a product of deliberate construction,
becoming an integral part of a managed political image.

The persuasiveness and political viability of such an artificially modeled image
directly depend on the image-makers' ability to consider the deep-rooted political
and mental coordinates of society. Any political brand achieves sustainable
legitimation only when it aligns with historically formed national archetypes and
mythologemes, providing answers to the latent demands of the collective
unconscious. Given the total personalization of the electoral process and the shift of
communications to social networks, which has led to the phenomenon of "virtual
charisma”, studying the mechanisms of constructing a leader's charismatic image
becomes a priority task for modern political science.

The first chapter provides a comprehensive theoretical and methodological
conceptualization of the charisma and image of a political leader. A thorough
analysis of the evolution of the "charisma" concept is carried out, from its theological
understanding as divine grace in early Christian communities to M. Weber's classical
sociological theory of ideal types of legitimate domination. It is argued that to
explain modern state-building processes, the Weberian tradition requires
supplementation by the rational-functional sociological approach (E. Shils, S.
Eisenstadt). According to this approach, charisma loses its exclusively destructive
or revolutionary character, turning into a necessary mechanism for the sacralization
of new state institutions and the maintenance of social order in transitional societies.

The interaction within the triad "leader's image — authority — charisma" is
conceptualized in the structure of political influence. Authority is defined as the
formal-normative, legal axis of governance. Charisma is revealed as the internal,
subjective, and irrational generator of mass mobilization. The political image is

positioned as an objective, technologically designed communicative interface. The
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synthesis of these elements guarantees the resilience of a political figure.
Furthermore, the chapter substantiates the methodological validity of remote
psychological profiling and cognitive mapping for measuring the behavioral
attributes of politicians, such as sensitivity to the social environment, the ability to
articulate a strategic vision, and the readiness for personal risk.

The second chapter explores the political and mental determination of the
charismatic image. It proves that the national-political mentality functions as a rigid
primary sociocultural filter that regulates the boundaries of the governing image's
legitimacy. The archetypal matrix of Ukrainian society is revealed, based on the
archetypes of the Earth-Mother, the Steppe, and the City/Khutir (farmstead). These
factors produce the phenomenon of “cordocentrism”—a specific tendency for the
emotional-motivational perception of politics, where rational programs often give
way to an intuitive assessment of a politician's empathy and authenticity. A
historically formed distrust of formalized bureaucratic structures is highlighted. The
Ukrainian electorate perceives leadership through the prism of the archetype of the
Hetman controlled by the people, whose power is delegated and can be quickly
recalled. This feature makes Ukrainian society absolutely immune to attempts to
introduce dictatorial or strictly authoritarian governance models. It is established that
during crisis periods, public expectations change rapidly, actualizing the need for
the realization of the Defender and Warrior archetypes capable of overcoming
collective fears.

The third chapter analyzes the complex dynamics of charisma formation under
various forms of the political process. It investigates the specifics of image
construction in competitive electoral campaigns characterized by the total
personalization of politics, where the candidate's personal magnetism dominates
over the ideological doctrines of parties. The study examines the problems of
Ukrainian party-building, notably the issue of hyper-personalized strongman
leadership, which hinders the development of intra-party democracy and the
institutionalization of political movements. A key focus of the chapter is the

transformation of leadership charisma under the pressure of extreme social crises
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and the legal regime of martial law.

It is proven that an existential threat stimulates the immediate charismatization
of the top military-political leadership. The conscious rejection of bureaucratic
protocol in favor of a militaristic style and direct emotional communication ensured
an unprecedented consolidation of the nation at the initial stage of the war. However,
an analysis of sociological studies and public opinion reveals a growing distrust in
institutions. The objective "routinization of charisma" leads to a structural
imbalance: a high level of trust in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and volunteers exists
alongside a catastrophic decline in trust in the civilian government and parliament.

The impact of digitalization on the processes of leadership virtualization is
separately conceptualized. The concept of "digital charisma” is proposed,
demonstrating that a politician's physical presence is replaced by media
algorithmization, creating the illusion of a close connection with the masses. The
destructive consequences of this phenomenon are highlighted: the performative
nature of governance, algorithmic polarization, and the spread of simulated civic
activity (slacktivism) through virtual reactions, which undermines real mechanisms
of democratic oversight.

The fourth chapter contains an applied analysis of technologies for constructing
a charismatic image, taking the global context into account. The study examines the
specificities of the European public space, which functions under conditions of
complex polycentricity. It proves that supranational governance within European
Union institutions fundamentally excludes crisis-driven strongman leadership,
requiring instead the implementation of an “ethical leadership™ model.

This involves cross-cultural mediation skills, transparency, consensus
diplomacy, and the application of soft power. It is argued that Ukraine's European
integration necessitates a deep value-based transformation of the domestic
establishment. A cross-cultural comparative analysis of the effectiveness of
charismatic models in stimulating civic activity (using the examples of Ukrainian
and Polish volunteer movements) is conducted. It is established that the resilience

of Ukrainian civil society is based on the individual's existential internal
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identification with the mission of preserving the nation, which fundamentally differs
from Western examples of social solidarity.

The object of the research is the institution of political leadership, viewed as a
complex, systemic socio-cultural and political-psychological phenomenon within
the dynamics of the domestic socio-political process.

The subject of the research encompasses the political and mental factors,
specific psychological-mental mechanisms, and information-communication
technologies that directly determine the construction of charisma and the formation
of a political leader's public image.

Research methods. The methodological basis of the dissertation relies on an
integrative, interdisciplinary approach. This strategy allowed for the organic
synthesis of research tools from classical political science, sociology, depth
psychology, and the theory of social communications. The following complex of
methods was utilized: the historical-genetic method; systemic and structural-
functional approaches; and psychoanalytic and archetypal approaches in the
tradition of C. G. Jung. To avoid excessive subjectivity, a psychometric (behavioral)
approach was applied: the 20-item Conger-Kanungo Scale was adapted and
elements of R. House's theory of charismatic effects were used for the objective
quantitative verification of a politician’s irrational behavioral patterns. Furthermore,
the research heavily relies on methods of content analysis, discourse analysis, the
comparative method, and sociological polling.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results lies in providing a comprehensive
theoretical and methodological substantiation of the decisive role of political and
mental factors in the process of constructing, functioning, and virtualizing a political
leader's charismatic image in the modern conditions of the political process.

Within the scope of the conducted research, for the first time:

- an innovative synergetic political science model is proposed and
conceptualized, describing the specific interaction between the deep
political-mental archetypes of Ukrainians and the rigid algorithmic
architecture of digital platforms (the concept of "digital charisma™). This
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synthesis allowed explaining the phenomenon of effective social
mobilization and rapid legitimation of supreme power in the first months of
martial law on a strict academic level,

the author's definition of the concept of the "charismatic image of a political
leader" is proposed,;

a theoretical model of a leader's charismatic image in the fields of
imageology and public relations is developed and substantiated, taking into
account the specifics of modern challenges and the growing role of social

networks as the foundation of communication.

Clarified and significantly improved are:

the hierarchical subordination and internal configuration of the "leader's
image — authority — charisma" triad. In our interpretation, authority acts as
the formal-normative legal axis, charisma is revealed as the internal,
irrational subjective generator of mobilization, while the image is positioned
as a purely technological, artificially created objective communicative
interface;

the methodological basis for measuring the hidden emotional parameters of
leadership. This was realized through professional scientific validation and
adaptation of the criteria of the 20-item psychometric Conger-Kanungo
Scale, along with provisions of R. House's theory of effects, to specific

domestic socio-political realities.

The following concepts were further developed:

the absolute immunity of the Ukrainian electorate to authoritarian models
of image-making. It is proven that this immunity is determined by the
influence of egalitarianism and the historical archetype of the people-
controlled Hetman, making attempts at dictatorship in Ukraine strategically
doomed;

the phasic nature and unstable dynamics of institutional distrust during
wartime. It is proven that the objective process of the "routinization of

charisma" leads to a rapid burnout of mass trust;
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- the parameters of supranational European "ethical leadership™ based on
practices of mediation, transparency, and soft power tools. It is argued that
assimilating this experience should become a value-based guidepost for the
irreversible modernization of the Ukrainian establishment.

Theoretical significance of the research. The conceptual developments
presented in the dissertation significantly expand the horizons of modern political
science, supplementing its conceptual apparatus with new insights into the
interaction between society's subconscious attitudes and the virtual political
environment. The proposed and systematized models enrich the theories of political
science, transitology, political psychology, crisis management, and mythodesign.

Practical significance of the work is determined by its high applied potential.
The conclusions, recorded empirical trends, collected factual data, and modeled
communicative strategies are ready for direct application in: 1) the work of supreme
state structures while optimizing crisis communications and building reliable
defenses against hostile information-psychological operations; 2) the practical
activities of domestic political parties, political technologists, and PR agencies
during the preparation of electoral campaigns, which must rely on authentic mental
codes without cognitive dissonance; 3) the educational process of higher education
institutions during the development and teaching of specialized disciplines
("Political Science", "Political Psychology"”, "Political PR and Advertising",
"Imageology"”, "Conflictology").
