This dissertation provides a comprehensive analysis of the political participation
of Ukraine’s indigenous peoples, using the Crimean Tatar indigenous people as a case
study. In the first chapter, «Theoretical and Methodological Foundations of the Study
of Political Participation», a comprehensive analysis of political participation as a
multidimensional socio-political phenomenon and scientific category is conducted, and
the methodological approaches and research methods employed are described in detail.
In particular, subsection «1.1. Political Participation as a Socio-Political
Phenomenon» explores the essence of political participation as a multidimensional
socio-political phenomenon that has evolved from the earliest forms of popular rule
and elitist forms into an indispensable institution for ensuring democracy. Subsection
«1.2. Features of Defining Political Participation in Contemporary Political Science»
summarizes contemporary scientific approaches to defining political participation,
covering a wide range of forms of citizen interaction with the government, including
civic, deliberative, and e-participation. In turn, Section «1.3.Methodological
Framework for the Study of Political Participation of Indigenous Peoples of Ukraine»,
analyzes the methodological foundation of the study, which is based on an
interdisciplinary approach that combines classical and contemporary theories of
political participation, democracy, and modernization. It also describes the application

of institutional, behavioral, and sociocultural approaches, as well as the concept of
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indigenous democracy, which allowed for the examination of both individual and
collective dimensions of political participation among indigenous peoples. The study
also analyzes the range of general and specialized methods employed, including
comparative, historical, case-study, and content analysis, as well as a sociological
survey conducted among indigenous peoples and ethno-national communities in
Ukraine, which ensured a comprehensive analysis of the research subject.

Chapter 2 of the dissertation, titled «Indigenous Peoples: Concepts, Global
Experience, and the Ukrainian Context», presents a comprehensive study of the
contemporary understanding of the category “indigenous peoples” in international law,
the Ukrainian political and legal sphere, as well as in foreign and domestic scholarship.
It also analyzes contemporary models for ensuring the political participation of the
world’s indigenous peoples, which can serve as examples for Ukraine. In particular,
subsection «2.1. The Problem of Defining the Concept of «Indigenous People» in
Academic Discussion» explores the essence of the concept of «indigenous people» in
contemporary academic and legal discourse. This section establishes the absence of a
universal definition of this concept in international law and outlines the key
characteristics of indigenous peoples, including self-identification, historical
continuity, connection to traditional territories, the existence of distinct institutions,
and a non-dominant position within the state. The following subsection, «2.2.
International Experience in Ensuring Institutional Mechanisms for the Political
Participation of Indigenous Peoples Worldwide», examines international experience
in ensuring the political participation of indigenous peoples, specifically the models of
the Scandinavian countries, the New Zealand model, the U.S. and Canadian models, as
well as the Indian and Australian models. It is found that the effectiveness of political
participation depends on the level of institutionalization, the political will of political
actors, and the ability of indigenous peoples to integrate into the political system. In
the «2.3. Indigenous Peoples of Ukraine: Political and Legal Status and Place in

Interethnic Relations» examines the current political and legal status of Ukraine’s
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indigenous peoples and their place in the system of interethnic relations within a multi-
ethnic state. It has been established that the formulation of state policy regarding
indigenous peoples has intensified relatively recently, in connection with the
occupation of Crimea and the onset of the russian-Ukrainian war, and has taken on
security significance for the entire country. Attention is focused on the adoption of the
Law of Ukraine «On the Indigenous Peoples of Ukraine», which became an important
step in the development of a national model of indigenous democracy; at the same time,
a gap was identified between the legal enshrinement of the rights of indigenous peoples
and their implementation.

Chapter 3, «Political Participation of the Crimean Tatar Indigenous People of
Ukraine», provides a comprehensive analysis of the evolution of political participation
among the Crimean Tatar indigenous people during various periods of Ukraine’s
independence. Subsection «3.1. Institutional and Socio-Political Prerequisites for the
Formation of Political Participation of the Crimean Tatar People During the
Repatriation Period (1987-1991)» establishes that during the repatriation period,
political participation was predominantly of a mobilization-protest nature, with a
gradual transition to the first forms of institutionalized representation. The following
subsection, «3.2. Features of the Political Participation of Crimean Tatars in
Independent Ukraine (1991-2014)» it is noted that during the period 1991-2014, the
political participation of Crimean Tatars combined civic, electoral, and
institutionalized forms of participation, particularly through the activities of Crimean
Tatar leaders and representative bodies. At the same time, it is noted that the
participation of the indigenous people remained limited due to the lack of effective
mechanisms of influence, as well as the lack of official recognition of indigenous
peoples and, accordingly, their representative bodies within the national political
system. In subsection «3.3. The Transformation of the Crimean Tatar People’s
Political Participation Amid the Temporary Occupation of Crimea and the War for
Ukraine’s Independence (2014-2025)» establishes that after 2014, the political
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participation of the Crimean Tatar indigenous people underwent a significant
transformation under the influence of the occupation of Crimea and the russian-
Ukrainian war. A shift in political participation from the regional level to the national
and international levels is identified, and the expansion of forms of political
participation by the indigenous people through human rights activities, informational
advocacy, and peaceful resistance in the territory of occupied Crimea is analyzed. It is
demonstrated that, given the limited institutional capacity in the occupied territory, the
Crimean Tatar indigenous people have become a key actor in shaping Ukraine’s future
state policy strategies regarding the de-occupation and reintegration of Crimea.

Also, as part of the dissertation research, based on the results of a sociological
survey, it was established that the political participation of Ukraine’s indigenous
peoples has a distinct identity-based and rights-based character, while operating under
conditions of societal barriers such as distrust of political institutions, economic
difficulties, and a lack of awareness, among others. Based on the survey results,
practical recommendations were formulated to improve state policy regarding the
political participation of Ukraine’s indigenous peoples, specifically the need to
strengthen institutional mechanisms of representation, expand consultative practices,
increase trust in political institutions, and develop informational and educational
programs aimed at communicating with Ukraine’s indigenous peoples. It was also
argued that enhancing the effectiveness of indigenous peoples’ political participation
requires a comprehensive combination of legal, institutional, and sociocultural
measures aimed at implementing the principles of indigenous democracy at the
national level.
